His expressive
handling of bronze made viewers ‘feel’ the emotional
content of his works. Have you ever heard of Camille
Caudel? Her work was the inspiration for many of
Rodin’s pieces. Her body was the model for many of
Rodin’s most expressive endeavors. Learn more
about both these artists as we explore their dependent
relationship.

February 9: Diego Rivera, (1886-1957) and
Frida Kahlo Rivera was the Mexican painter who
was celebrated for painting monumental fresco
paintings that traced the history of Mexico with a
decided revolutionary attitude. He almost caused a
mini-revolution when he included Lenin in a mural
for Rockefeller Center in the 1930s! He was also
married (twice) to Frida Kahlo, an unlikely cult
figure of feminism. She was a driven woman —
unable to have children or keep her husband faithful
—and painted self-portraits in an attempt to reinvent
herself.

February 16: Jackson Pollock, (1912-56) and
Lee Krasner Jackson Pollock was the dynamic
force behind the shift in the center of the art world
from Paris to New York City. He, along with the
New York School of Action Painters, introduced the
world to Abstract Expressionism. His macho lifestyle
and neuroses were worked out on his super-sized
canvases with drips, splashes and swipes. The person
who made his success possible was a woman who

sacrificed her own art for her husband’s, Lee

Krasner. She knew in her heart that this difficult man
was a true genius. It is only now, after her death, that
we see how significant she truly was in her own right.

March 2: Robert Rauschenberg, (1925-2009)
and Jasper Johns Not everyone in America
thought Action painting was the penultimate in art.
There had to other ways for American painters to
express themselves. Two very unlikely fellows
appeared on the scene in New York City at almost
the exact moment. Jasper Johns was a quiet Southern
man, cool and reserved. Robert Rauschenberg was
brash, effusive and in your face! Together, as
roommates, they showed the world that all of life
should be open to art and were detested for it.

March 30: Christo, b. 1935, and Jeanne-Claude
What is art? If you describe it as permanent,
expensive, beautiful and elitist, you may question
how the Christos’ work could be considered art. It is
transient, never lasting long; it is free to everyone
who comes and it doesn’t cost the price of admission;
it may not be considered pretty at all, but captures the
imagination. Look at examples of Christo’s and
Jeanne-Claude’s creativity: Valley Curtain, Running
